for the United Nations system
· What mechanisms do you have to anticipate future risks [beyond short-term early warning systems] over a five year or ten year period? If such mechanisms do exist in your organization, to what extent do they feed into your organisation’s policy planning process, and how?

· What do you feel are the main activities and innovations that mark your organisation’s main contributions to disaster [i] response, [ii] preparedness, [iii] prevention, [iv] recovery and [v] risk reduction?

· To what extent are these activities linked to the activities of other UN organizations, and how, eg, field activities, joint programming, inter-agency coordinating activities?

· What proportion of your agency’s resources is used for disaster risk management?

· In what specific ways do you support the efforts of local, national and regional organisations to deal with disaster risk management? 

· Are there DRM-related issues of a global nature [eg, climate change, desertification]  for which your organisation has undertaken activities to address?

· Are there general recommendations that you would like to make that would enhance the overall DRM capacity of the UN system?
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
