From the Thematic Cluster to a Thematic Platform on Knowledge, Education and Disaster Risk Reduction:

 Working modalities and criteria for joining
Very Tentative draft

The agreement in expanding the thematic cluster to include a broader representation of actors involved in knowledge, education and disaster risk reduction has raised the suggestion, in line with the ISDR reform
, of the process to move towards a thematic platform on the subject.

So far, from the initial thematic cluster as per IATF/12, a number of actors have expressed an interest and have been active within the cluster as “associates”. Some of these actors have been States/Governments. 

In light of the above, and based on a number of informal meetings and e-mail exchanges, a several modalities have been suggested to support the creation of the platform and its working modalities.

While the strengthening of the ISDR is taking place, the Reference Group will be conducting consultations for the working methods and initial work programme for the global platform. In light of this, a degree of flexibilities will need to be kept within this initial working modalities that will be adapting and evolving accordingly. 
The thematic platform will report and contribute to the global platform through its programme advisory committee as appropriate to insure system coherence and as an integrated part to support the implementation of the HF priority 3. It will also act as custodian of a key indicator(s) relative to the HF priority 3.

Tentative modalities for the thematic platform:

The most active actors within the thematic cluster/platform (UNESCO, Action Aid International, IFRC, ProVention, Council of Europe, ADRC) will represent the “core group” and will undertake a coordinating role. The task will include the coordination process for the preparation of the work plan. The work plan should be developed and structured to identify outputs and indicators and should be coherent with the ISDR system work plan. 

The core group of actors will be called Interim Organising Committee.

The Interim Organising Committee will expand so to be formed by: Action Aid International, IFRC, UN/ISDR, ProVention, UNESCO (convener), Council of Europe, Regional Organization (1), Academic presence (1/2) (a.i. Associated Network of Schools/International Union of University), national presence (2 years rotation base)
. National presence within the in the Interim Organising Committee will require: a) Process to sign them up within the platform; - Discussion among the signed country on their representation in the Interim Organising Committee.

Tentative criteria for joining the thematic cluster/platform:

- All governmental and non-governmental, agencies and institutions are eligible to join the thematic platform; 

- Qualifying criteria to join the thematic platform for States/Governments:

States/Governments will have to be committed and to report on their initiatives on:

1) DRR in schools curricula (or actively working to develop school curricula relative to DRR);

2) Drills activities on education and DRR at national levels;
3) Safe schools initiatives;
Commitments to the above initiatives and to the key activities envisaged within the Hyogo Framework priority 3 – Use Knowledge, innovation and education to build a culture of safety and resilience at all levels - will be expressed through the compilation of the Matrix on Commitment and Initiatives relative to HF priority 3
; 

- Actors interested in joining the platform will report on their initiatives using the matrix on commitment and initiatives (see point B);

The achievements relative to the matrix information will represent a core inputs to the report on achievements relative to the Hyogo Framework priority 3, together with the outcomes and achievements highlighted in the work plan.
