· A number of countries have been mentioned as “politically committed” based on ActionAid  “DRR through schools programme” (Kenya, Nepal, Malawi, Haiti, Ghana, Bangladesh, India), other countries might emerged as active in the subject based on the review of: National Information Report (http://www.unisdr.org/wcdr/preparatory-process/national-reports.htm); National plans relative to the implementation of the Hyogo Framework relative to Knowledge and Education (http://www.unisdr.org/eng/hfa/hf-implementation.htm);

1) Hire a consultant to work on a “survey” on initiatives relative to Knowledge and Education.

Timeframe: Jan 2006-Fearuary 2006 (ready for Bonn conference); 

Actions: - funds availability (Roger Yates to provide feedbacks on Action Aid availability of funds); - (possibility for consultant to be hired “through” ISDR secretariat) (ISDR secretariat to provide feedbacks); - ToR to be drafted and circulated (Badaoui Rouhban to circulate draft); - Share via e-mails possible consultants names and profiles.

Actions:  John Horekens to be contacted on to the eventuality of the side event and Germany for sponsoring key countries (3-4) to illustrate their experiences (Badaoui Rouhban);
