1. Loss Estimation to provide a more comprehensive and accurate accounting of disaster-related costs and losses (e.g. economic losses; relief costs, GLIDE implementation; disaster databases)

2. Risk Estimation to improve the availability of information and analysis on disaster risk and risk factors (e.g. hazard characterization and data; vulnerability assessment; risk indexing)
