Brief note

The event took place at the side of the EWC-II in Bonn and benefited from the numerous presences of government representatives, NGOs, researchers, experts, UN members, associations and any other actor interested in the subject.

The presentations made by the Mr. Chowdhury Kamal Ibne Yusuf, Minister of Food and Disaster Management followed by Dr. Ben Wisner, and a brief summery on the elements for the UN/ISDR campaign on knowledge, education and disaster risk reduction, set the ground for an intense exchange among participants.

Initiatives, examples and opportunities were shared by participants (see list attached). The side event provided the following elements:

· Keen and active interest in the subject of education (formal and informal), knowledge related to disaster risk reduction and school safety;
