“Making Cities Resilient” – a contribution to the campaign’s development

White Helmets´ initiative is intended to use the global campaign in order to develop a comprehensive  local risk management proposal for the construction of urban resilience.

For that goal to be achieved, specific tools should be available to mayors in charge of local governments:

· Both documents, “Considerations on Disaster Risk Reduction Measurement” and “10 Points of Urban Resilience Management Tools” are focused on putting the global campaign into practice by providing guidelines to mayors and  detailing successive steps to be followed in order to make a city resilient.
Steps to follow: White Helmets proposal objectives

1. Facilitate the acknowledgement of the activities carried out by the cities in accordance with the 10 resilience points, regardless of their denomination.
2. Analyze the characteristics of existing areas of action as well as available tools for the development of activities aimed at the management of resilience points.

3. Encourage the transformation of the 10 resilience points into local management goals, together with the development of indicators to show the advancements regarding those goals.
4. Four areas of action can be identified (involving strategies, tools and/or actions). These are: a) institutional, b) legislative, c) operational, d) training.
· Suggestion: analyze each of the 10 points taking into account these four areas of action in order to evaluate how useful the proposed tools, strategies and actions are, and – if necessary – develop other actions, keeping in mind specific and concrete realities.
· The proposed tools are intended to integrate a Local Resilience Action Plan that puts into practice the 10 resilience points defined in the Campaign, conceiving them as management goals as well as designing indicators that may further define the activities to be developed, together with their level of advancement and accomplishment.
