
PART II OF DOCUMENT TO SUPPORT DISCUSSION OF TOPIC 2

26 June – 4 July 2004: Implementation and follow-up 

National and local levels

The following tasks at national and local level are suggested to support the implementation of the objectives and priorities discussed under topic 1. 

i. Provide a baseline summary within one year of the adoption of this agreement on the state of disaster risk and its reduction, in terms of the objectives and priorities, covering both in-country activities and regional and international cooperation, and including an assessment of constraints, challenges and support needs if any.
 

ii. Publish and periodically update a summary of national programmes for the implementation of disaster risk reduction, including the targeted actions chosen to address the objectives and priorities, with identified performance indicators or hallmarks of success.

iii. Develop procedures for monitoring national progress on risk reduction and the achievement of chosen targeted actions.

iv. Systematically include the consideration of the chosen targeted actions and progress thereon in the reporting mechanisms of existing frameworks concerning sustainable development, as appropriate, such as a national development planning framework, Poverty Reduction Strategy, National Sustainable Development Strategy, United Nations Development Assistance Framework, and UNFCCC National Adaptation Programmes of Action.

v. Provide comprehensive national reviews, at the fifth and tenth anniversaries of the World Conference on Disaster Reduction, on progress toward achieving the objectives and priorities, with reference to the baseline study and including lists of the specific targets that have been chosen and summaries of progress thereon.

Regional level

The following tasks to be undertaken by regional organizations are suggested to support the implementation of the objectives and priorities discussed under topic 1. 

i. Undertake and publish baseline assessments of the status of risk reduction in the region of their mandate, with particular focus on the needs for regional support and coordination.

ii. Prepare and promote regional programmes and proposals, including technical cooperation, capacity building and resource mobilization initiatives, to support national and regional efforts to achieve the objectives and priorities and the chosen targeted actions of countries and organizations.

iii. Support and motivate governments and organizations in the region by means of, inter alia, initiatives to develop regional networking, coordination and problem solving, the exchange of information and experience, the provision of information products, training and other capacity building, and the strengthening of specialized centers of expertise and education on natural disaster management and risk reduction.

iv. Coordinate and publish periodic regional reviews on progress in the region towards the objectives and priorities, and on impediments and support needs, and assist countries in the preparation of national reviews at the fifth and tenth anniversaries of the World Conference on Disaster Reduction.

International level

The following tasks to be undertaken by international organizations, including United Nations organizations, international financial institutions, and bilateral development assistance agencies are suggested to support the implementation of the objectives and priorities discussed under topic 1.

i. Cooperate to develop globally integrated approaches to the development of disaster-resilient nations and communities and the achievement of poverty reduction and sustainable development.  

ii. Incorporate the consideration of disaster risk and its reduction in their own policies and practices, identify specific actions and activities to assist in the achievement of the objectives and priorities, allocate resources as appropriate, and make periodic assessments of progress and impediments thereto.

iii. Encourage and participate in activities to improve the integration of humanitarian assistance and development policies and programmes.

iv. Provide specific support and capacity building to their client countries and organizations to assist in the achievement of the objectives, priorities and chosen targeted actions, including necessary resources mobilization.

v. Promote and support the generation and dissemination of advanced knowledge, data, methodologies, legal and financial instruments and best practices. 
vi. Establish international standard terminology for use in research, training curricula and public information programmes.
vii. Cooperate to provide globally consistent data collection and forecasting on natural hazards and disasters, including the development of standards, the maintenance of databases, the free exchange of data and the use of remotely sensed observations.
viii. Establish tracking and reporting of disaster risk reduction spending within their programmes, and provide information in their annual reports on the achievement of the objectives and priorities within the sphere of their responsibility. 
ix. Support and take an active part in necessary follow-up activities by the Inter-agency Task Force on Disaster Reduction and the UN/ISDR Secretariat including participation in periodic assessments of progress.

The role of the Inter-Agency Task Force on Disaster Reduction and the UN/ISDR Secretariat 

The following tasks are suggested for the Inter-Agency Task Force on Disaster Reduction and the UN/ISDR secretariat to assist in the implementation of follow-up activities, within the mandate and framework of the International Strategy for Disaster Reduction.

i. Collate, summarize and disseminate best practices, tools and technologies, and lessons learned in support of the implementation of the objectives and priorities.

ii. Coordinate consultative processes to develop guidelines and policy tools for the implementation of organizational development such as legislation, national platforms, and reporting.  

iii. Stimulate international and regional networking, coordination, problem solving and advocacy in support of the objectives and priorities.

iv. Coordinate the development of databases on natural disasters, disaster impacts and risk reduction, particularly in terms of the abovementioned objectives and action thereon, and publish periodic analyses of these data.
v. Promote the implementation of the objectives and priorities in international agendas, including those of the Commission on Sustainable Development whose multi-year programme of work will review disaster management and vulnerability issues in 2014-2015. 

vi. Advocate and promote the work of, and seek synergies among, other relevant UN institutions in the implementation of the objectives and priorities and in the monitoring of progress within existing sustainable development reporting mechanisms.

vii. Publish periodic reports of progress towards achieving the objectives and priorities, and provide reports and summaries to the General Assembly and other UN bodies as requested or as appropriate.

viii. Coordinate the preparation of comprehensive consultative reports, on the fifth and tenth anniversaries of the World Conference on Disaster Reduction, on global progress towards achieving the objectives and priorities.

ix. Maintain a register of voluntary partnerships, in cooperation with the Secretariat of the Commission for Sustainable Development (as described in Part II of document to support discussion of Topic 3).
Regional and international support 

Regional and international support for disaster reduction efforts at national and local levels is a powerful means to stimulate and to build the knowledge, capacities and motivation needed and an essential means to support vulnerable developing countries. The following tasks to be undertaken by governments, through appropriate bilateral structures and other funding mechanisms, are suggested.
i. Provide systematic support to developing countries to assist in disaster risk reduction, particularly through capacity building and financial and technical assistance.

ii. Include the concept of “living with risk” as a central element of sustainable development policies, with risk reduction as a criterion in development project design and funding decisions and as a component of all development-related reporting mechanisms.

iii. Establish disaster risk reduction as a goal and funded component of all humanitarian assistance programmes.

iv. Strengthen coordination among United Nations organizations and other organizations through ISDR mechanisms in the pursuit of disaster risk reduction. 

v. Collaborate in advanced studies, cost-benefit studies and demonstration projects to develop improved approaches to risk management and risk reduction.

vi. Encourage and support the incorporation of disaster prevention activities into post-disaster recovery and rehabilitation programmes.

vii. Support the capacities of regional mechanisms and organizations to develop regional plans, policies and practices, to build regional networks for the exchange of information and experience and to deal with disaster risks that span borders.
viii. Ensure that the follow-up to the WCDR over the period 2005-2015 is appropriately resourced, including support for national disaster risk management and risk reduction measures.

ix. Provide the necessary financial resources to support the implementation of targeted actions and follow-up activities, including contributions to the Trust Fund for Disaster Reduction.
