4. WORK MODALITIES OF THE REVISED ISDR SYSTEM  - ELEMENTS TO BE REVIEWED BY DRAFTING GROUPS UNDER AGENDA ITEM 5 (document: IATF/DR-12/workdoc3 and IATF/DR-12/inf4)
The findings of the ISDR Stakeholder Workshop (10-11 October, Geneva)  and a status report on discussions at the Second Committee of the UN General Assembly will be presented. This group will discuss the preparatory process for the first Global Platform meeting, including aspects of the development of integrated work planning  - for approval  (by the close of the session).

4.2 Drafting group 2: A common reporting process to measure progress on the implementation of the Hyogo Framework (document: IATF/DR-12/workdoc3 Annex 2)

Members will be presented with an outline of a common reporting mechanism, including a report on the recent on-line discussion, to be discussed and approved (by the close of the session).


4.3 Drafting Group 3: Thematic clustering for the implementation of the Hyogo Framework (document: IATF/DR-12/workdoc3 Annex 3)


Members will the creation of clusters related both with the development of an integrated work programme and a common reporting process (for discussion and approval by the close of the session).
