                     Flood Mapping in Korea

 As a major goal of flood map design, one of nonstructural countermeasures, it is expected to reduce flood damage losses by requiring local government to develop flood maps to assess how to manage particularly vulnerable flood-plain areas.

 The flood map can be simply categorized into the flood disaster map and flood hazard map. The former is intended to show the extents of damaged area from a flood disaster in the past, while the latter is the simulated result of the hazardous area with various scenarios of flood disaster that may happen in the future.

 This paper is aiming to describe the progress of the project as well as the methodologies involved in the producing the flood map in Korea. Especially current studies for flood map in Korea will be discussed with institutionalization of flood map design.
