· The Status Review on Asia Regional Plan, GAR 19-CHAPTER 1 on Implementation of SFDRR and Disaster Risk-Informed Sustainable Development had been updated and submitted in timely manner;

· Expand private sector engagement in preparedness for response, recovery, and to ‟Build Back Better” through more systematic public-private sectors cooperation.

· Enhance the capacity of national and sub-national levels, especially communities on DRR by linking between CCA and SDG;
· Regular update of the disaster loss data for reporting its Sendai Framework Implementation Progress through the Online Sendai Framework Monitoring.
